Financial Aid

What is a FAFSA?

The application process for financial aid begins with the submission
of a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). FAFSA helps
Dominican determine your eligibility for grants and loans by asking
for income and asset information for you, your parents or spouse (if
applicable).

Important Deadlines

October 1 - FAFSA submission for the following academic year begins.
March 2 - Dominican’s FAFSA priority deadline. Also Cal-Grant and
California Dream Act Application deadline.

June 1 - Priority deadline for all financial aid forms and documents.
